ACTIVE - Discover 
Belgrade's central walkway with your Adventure Host, OR: CLASSIC - Join a Guided Sightseeing Tour of 
Belgrade-where the Danube and Sava Rivers converge-and see the city's many fascinating sights, 
including Saint Sava, one of the world's largest Orthodox churches. You may choose to join an 
Optional Guided Biking tour or spend free time in Belgrade exploring Knez Mihailova Street-
Belgrade's central pedestrian thoroughfare with many lively cafes, shops, and cultural spots.
