Day 1 : Aug 14, 2026 - Lisbon, Portugal

From Moorish walls and Manueline carvings to elaborate azulejo tiles and Gothic arches – the traces of Lisbon's rich 

history can be seen and felt simply by wandering its storied (and rather hilly) streets. But Europe's second-oldest city is 

also one of its most cosmopolitan, and amid historic landmarks like Jerónimos Monastery and São Jorge Castle, you'll 

find chic rooftop bars with views across red terracotta rooftops and the sparkling Tagus river, design-led concept stores 

selling artisanal souvenirs, and stylish restaurants serving up inventive takes on local ingredients.

Day 3 : Aug 16, 2026 - Cadiz, Spain

Tracing its roots back to the Phoenicians, this thriving cosmopolitan city seamlessly blends old-world charm with 

contemporary sophistication. Take a leisurely stroll through its cobbled streets and marvel at the stunning Moorish 

castles, magnificent ancient ruins, and quaint pastel homes. Indulge in the flavors of its renowned Andalusian cuisine, 

featuring fresh seafood and local wines, and take in the impressive sea views of this captivating city. 

 

Day 4 : Aug 17, 2026 - Malaga (Costa del Sol), Spain

See the wealth of historical treasures found in the coastal city of Màlaga. Once a major trading port, Màlaga has an 

eclectic mix of sites influenced by the Phoenicians, the Moors, and the Spanish. 

 

Day 5 : Aug 18, 2026 - Cartagena (Murcia), Spain 

9:00 AM – 11:00 PM 

 

Located on the southern coast of Spain, Cartagena invites visitors to discover its rich history, stunning Roman ruins, and 

picturesque Mediterranean vistas. From its ancient natural harbor where Phoenicians would trade to its Roman Empire 

heyday when it was known as the New Carthage, Cartagena's enviable position on the Mediterranean has long made it 

one of the most important ports in Spain. The country's Naval Headquarters is here, as are Dockyard Gate and 

Midshipman School. Discover ancient Roman ruins and Modernista buildings, the magnificent Concepcion Castle and a 

stunning City Hall. 

 

Day 6 : Aug 19, 2026 - Alicante, Spain 

8:00 AM – 6:00 PM 

 

Nestled along the turquoise waters of the Mediterranean Sea, on Spain's southeastern Costa Blanca lies Alicante. Long 

hailed for its beautiful beaches, historical landmarks, vibrant culture, and Mediterranean charm, Alicante is far more 

than a sum of its parts. Inquisitive visitors will find a mix of historical sites, modern amenities, and natural beauty, 

making it an appealing location for travelers looking to explore the coastal regions of Spain. Visitors wanting to top up 

their tans should head to Playa del Postiguet, which provides an oasis of relaxation against a backdrop of the azure sea. 

If you are after a taste of local life, then head along the Explanada de España, a palm-lined promenade, where you'll 

see groups of friends converge to stroll, sip coffee, and bask in the Mediterranean sun. But it is not all fun in the sun - 

the town's history is interwoven with civilizations that have left their mark such as the Santa Barbara Castle, perched 

atop Mount Benacantil, is a testament to the city's strategic significance over the centuries. 

 

Day 7 : Aug 20, 2026 - Castellon, Spain

Moats, walls and towers once protected this medieval city, the main town in the Spanish province of the same name. 

Now visitors are welcomed with warm smiles, orange-tree-lined streets and grand squares guarding splashing 

fountains. History buffs will go crazy for the 15th-century belltower, baroque town hall and gothic doors of the 

cathedral. Meanwhile, foodies can get lost among the 80 stalls of the central market; the Valencian region is a lip-

smacking larder of ingredients, from persimmons and pomegranates to the tiger nuts that go into the frothy chilled 

drink horchata. Along the coast there are Blue Flag beaches with butterscotch-colored sands for swimming and 

sunbathing.

Past, present, and future converge in the Catalan capital – a place steeped in centuries of history but with a palpably 

youthful spirit. From the Roman ruins and maze-like medieval streets of the Gothic Quarter to the wonderfully whimsical 

architecture of Antoni Gaudí, and the Modernist masterpieces of the Picasso Museum and Fundació Joan Miró, there are 

treasures old and new at every turn. The city's dining scene is an attraction unto itself: keep it low key with plates of 

paella and jugs of sangria by the seafront, snack on jamón ibérico and fried seafood in the street markets, or indulge 

in Michelin-starred tasting menus.
